HOW t Use an Epinephrine Injector*

Grip the epinephrine Swing and push the pen Keep the pen pressed
pen firmly and 2 into the middle of the firmly against the thigh
remove safety cap. outer thigh at a 90° angle. for 10 seconds.

4 Remove pen and massage
the injection area.

*Always follow the manufacturer’s instructions for the specific injector you are using.

After Use

* Get emergency medical help right away
* Make sure a second injection is nearby;
if symptoms continue or come back within TIPS
10-15 minutes, you may need another dose

e Take (or give your child) an antihistamine

e Carry it with you at all times

e Carry an extra dose for severe reactions
